Gen 2:8 The LORD God planted a 

garden toward the east, in Eden; and 
there He placed the man whom He had 
formed. 9 Out of the ground the LORD 
God caused to grow every tree that is 
pleasing to the sight and good for food; 
the tree of life also in the midst of the 
garden 

Gen 2:10 Now a river flowed out of 
Eden to water the garden; and from 
there it divided and became four rivers.

Gen 2:15 Then the LORD God took 
the man and put him into the garden 
to cultivate it and tend it. 

Gen 3:8 They heard the sound of 
the LORD God walking in the 
garden in the cool of the day 



Eden the garden of God  

Overlap of heaven and earth 

Ezek 28:13 “You were in Eden, the 
garden of God; 14 “You were the 
anointed cherub who covers, And I 
placed you there. You were on the holy 
mountain of God; You walked in the 
midst of the stones of fire”. 

Encountering God 



Understand the image of garden in our hearts 
e.g. soil, sower – hard, stony, weedy, fertile 

2 gardens in Genesis – Eden the garden of God 
and the garden planted for man 

Heaven and earth overlap – tend and cultivate 
it, river flowing 

Garden is now the secret place in our hearts. 

 Invite God into our heart’s garden, sit at his feet 
in green pasture, quiet waters, see the River of 
life

Encountering God 
Daily open the heavenly door into your 

spirit and invite God’s presence to come into 

your garden 

Develop that secret place in our hearts like a 

garden  

Isa 51:3, Isa 58:11 - watered by the well spring 

bubbling up (John 4:14) and a river of living 

water flowing (John 7:38) 

Tend and cultivate your garden

Encountering God 

Where is the river of life? 

Where is the tree of life? 

Where is the garden of God? 

The garden of our heart is 
connected to the garden of God 
via the river of life 

Follow the river back into heaven 



Open the eyes of your heart 

Exercise: relax. Jesus I apply your blood over 

our body soul and spirit. I release your presence 

out of the gateway of first love in our innermost 

beings. l ask that you would activate the eyes of 

our spirit-man and I command our souls to 

submit to our spirit and allow the images that 

come from Spirit man into our brains in Jesus 

name. I ask Jesus that you would take our 

spirits and put us on the river next to Eden. 

Encountering God 



Picture the river running to left and look to 
right you see a waterfall cascading down 
into the river.  

Get into river, see gems, crystals and scrolls. 
Look to the right. See a bridge crossing the 
river, the entrance to garden. Walk to the 
bridge, see Jesus coming to meet you and 
giving you a white garment. Cross over.   

You are hearing Jesus – ask him to describe 
what you can see.

If you are struggling to see,  ask Jesus to 
describe to you in words what it looks 
like and what is going on 

Enter into the garden of God 

Rest, peace, wholeness, oneness, joined, 
connected

Tend the garden of our hearts 

Store things given by God in encounters – eat 
them, scrolls, diamonds, sceptres etc. 

Ezek 2:8 Open your mouth and eat what I am 
giving you. 

Ezek 3:1 Then He said to me, “Son of man, eat 
what you find; eat this scroll... 2 So I opened my 
mouth, and He fed me this scroll. 3 He said to 
me, “Son of man, feed your stomach and fill 
your body with this scroll which I am giving 
you.” Then I ate it, and it was sweet as honey in 
my mouth.

Cultivate the garden of our hearts 

Plant and water the seeds 

1 Cor 3:8 Now he who plants and he 
who waters are one; but each will 
receive his own reward according to his 
own labour. 9 For we are God’s fellow 
workers; you are God’s field 

Seeds – encounters, victories, visions, 
revelations, testimonies, truth etc.

Encountering God 

Seed of testimony – encounter, vision, 
victory, revelation, word 

Plant it in the garden of your heart 

Water it from the river of life 

Speak life to it, command it to grow 

Grows into a tree or plant with fruit 

Eat the fruit to release the power of the 
testimony again and again 



• Go to your garden 

• Take a testimony seed 

• Dig a hole and plant the seed 

• Water the seed from the river 

• Speak to it and see it grow 

• Eat the fruit

Encountering God

Encountering God 
Sacrificial lamb was prepared 

Ex 29:16 And you shall kill the ram  17 And you 
shall cut the ram in pieces and wash its entrails 
and legs and put them with its pieces and its head 

Slit its throat (dead) drained blood 

Skinned it 

Split it open down to bone to reveal the marrow 

Washed its inner organs and placed it on the altar 

Chopped off its head 

Cut off its legs

Encountering God 

By faith enter through the veil the way into the 
court to the brazen altar 

To our High Priest Jesus who prepares sacrifice 

Cut the throat and drained the blood 

Deny yourself take up cross and follow 

Luke 9:23 And He was saying to them all, “If 
anyone wishes to come after Me, he must deny 
himself, and take up his cross daily and follow 
Me. 24 For whoever wishes to save his life will 
lose it, but whoever loses his life for My sake, 
he is the one who will save it.

Encountering God 
1 John 1:7 but if we walk in the Light 
as He Himself is in the Light, we 
have fellowship with one another, 
and the blood of Jesus His Son 
cleanses us from all sin.  

1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is 
faithful and righteous to forgive us 
our sins and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness. 



Encountering God 
Father I thank you that through your 
mercy You have made a way for me 
to access your heavenly presence 

I choose to deny myself, take up the 
cross and follow your way 

I choose to lose my life to gain your 
life 



Encountering God 
I step in through the veil of Jesus 
through the way of the cross 

I step into the realm of your 
government 

I come to trade on the brazen 
altar of covenant exchange 

 



Encountering God 

I exchange my sin for your 
righteousness 

I exchange my rejection for your 
acceptance 

I exchange my guilt for your 
forgiveness 

I exchange my sickness for your health 

I exchange my old life for your new life 



Encountering God 

I exchange my old identity for your 
new identity 

I exchange my old name for your 
new name 

I exchange my old nature for your 
new nature 

I exchange my old bondage for your

I exchange my old records for your new 
record 

I exchange my past for your future 

I exchange my darkness for your light 

I exchange my weakness for your 
strength 

I exchange my thoughts for your 
thoughts 



Encountering God 

I exchange my character for your 
character 

I exchange my ways for your ways 

I step back into this realm forgiven 
cleansed and clothed with 
righteousness 

I am empowered for transformation 
to manifest your glory bringing 
heaven to earth through my life 



Encountering God 
Laver – mirror of bronze 

Exod 38:8 Moreover, he made the laver 
of bronze with its base of bronze, from 
the mirrors of the serving women who 
served at the doorway of the tent of 
meeting. 

James 1:23 For if anyone is a hearer of 
the word and not a doer, he is like a 
man who looks at his natural face in a 
mirror; 



Encountering God 

Heb 12:2 fixing our eyes on Jesus, 
the author and perfecter of our faith 

 2 Cor 3:18 But we all, with unveiled 
face, beholding as in a mirror the 
glory of the Lord, are being 
transformed into the same image 
from glory to glory, just as from the 
Lord, the Spirit. 

 



Encountering God 
Laver mirror of bronze 

Heb 10:19 Therefore, brethren, since we 
have confidence to enter the holy place by 
the blood of Jesus, 20 by a new and living 
way which He inaugurated for us through 
the veil, that is, His flesh, 21 and since we 
have a great priest over the house of God,  
22 let us draw near with a sincere heart in 
full assurance of faith, having our hearts 
sprinkled clean from an evil conscience 
and our bodies washed with pure water.  

 



Encountering God 

Eph 5:25 ...Christ also loved the church 
and gave Himself up for her, 26 so that 
He might sanctify her, having cleansed 
her by the washing of water with the 
word, 27 that He might present to 
Himself the church in all her glory, 
having no spot or wrinkle or any such 
thing; but that she would be holy and 
blameless.  



Encountering God 
Johari window  

God reveals your blind self to you 

You see the truth 

You surrender to the truth 

Step into the light where the seven 
spirits of God are burning 

Knowledge, wisdom, understanding 



Encountering God 

By faith enter into the Holy Place in the 
heavenly tabernacle in surrender

Encountering God 

Skin stripped off so you are totally 
naked and transparent, your flesh 
exposed before Him. 

Coverings, layers, skins, masks, onion 
layers 

Gen 3 Fig leaves – coverings 

Gen 3 Fig trees – fruit tree of knowledge 
of good and evil – all humanism 



Encountering God 
Your body is split open down to your back bone 

revealing the marrow 

Open yourself for God to reveal your inward 
parts, emotions, heart (subconscious),  

Your spirit is separated from your soul; the 
thoughts and motives are revealed  

Heb 4:12 For the word of God is living and active 
and sharper than any two-edged sword, and 
piercing as far as the division of soul and spirit, of 
both joints and marrow, and able to judge the 
thoughts and intentions of the heart. 



Encountering God 

Head chopped off – our choices and decision-
making surrendered.  

You become connected to the Head and He can 
place His government on your shoulders Isa 9:6 
the yoke of Jesus (Matt 11:29) 

Luke 22:42 yet not My will, but Yours be done.  

 John 4:34 My food is to do the will of Him who 
sent Me and to accomplish His work. 

 John 5:30 I can do nothing on My own initiative. 
As I hear, I judge; and My judgment is just, 
because I do not seek My own will, but the will 
of Him who sent Me.  
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Encountering God 
Zech 3:7 “Thus says the Lord of 
hosts, ‘If you will walk in My ways 
and if you will perform My 
service, then you will also govern 
My house and also have charge of 
My courts, and I will grant you 
free access among these who are 
standing here.

Encountering God 
Eph 4:15 but speaking the truth in love, we 

are to grow up in all aspects into Him who is 
the head, even Christ,  

Isa 6:6 For a child will be born to us, a son 
will be given to us; And the government will 
rest on His shoulders; 

Matt 11:29 Take My yoke upon you and learn 
from Me, for I am gentle and humble in 
heart, and you will find rest for your souls. 



Encountering God 

Your legs chopped off symbolic of a 
surrendered walk – obedient walk 

You now walk by faith not sight (Gal 
2:20) 

Not my will but yours be done 

Only do what you see the Father doing 

Father abiding in you does His works 



Encountering God 
John 5:19 Therefore Jesus answered and 

was saying to them, “Truly, truly, I say to 
you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, 
unless it is something He sees the Father 
doing; for whatever the Father does, these 
things the Son also does in like manner. 

Gal 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ; 
and it is no longer I who live, but Christ 
lives in me 



Encountering God 

Father I thank you that you have made a 
way for me to come into your presence 

By faith I step into the realm of your 
presence into the holy place in the 
heavenly tabernacle  

I stand before the altar of incense and 
present myself as a living sacrifice to you 
Jesus my High Priest 



Encountering God 

I ask you to skin me and remove every 
covering I have placed around my life 

Remove everything I use to make myself 
acceptable to You and others  

I renounce all dead works 

Remove all my masks, pretences, 
defence & coping mechanisms 



Encountering God 

I ask you split me open down to my 
bones and marrow 

Cleanse my heart and its motives 

Purify my thoughts & intentions 

Restore my heart & give me your desires 

Renew my mind, heal my emotions and 
strengthen my will 



Encountering God 

I ask you to remove my head as I surrender 
to Your lordship 

I choose not my will but Your will in my 
life 

I ask you to remove my legs 

I surrender my walk to you 

I choose to only do what I see the Father 
doing 



Encountering God 

I choose to walk by faith and not by 
sight 

I step out of heaven back into this realm 

I choose to let You do Your works 
through me as I become a channel for 
Your kingdom to manifest in this world 
around me 



Encountering God 
Living sacrifice transformation 
changes us here 

Living sacrifice transformation also 
gives us access to heaven 

Living sacrifice transformation gives 
us the authority to manifest heaven 
on earth through our lives 



Encountering God 
You practice engaging until you can live 

and operate out of the revelation you 
have accumulated and it becomes a 
pathway of entrance 

Learning to drive a car: instructor 
constantly reminds you to think, be 
aware, look in mirrors, think gears etc. 

When you can drive you apply it all 
automatically by second nature 



Encountering God 

 Live on the other side of the veil 

 Live in the realm of His presence 

 The earth responds to change when 
we govern from beyond the veil 

 Live our life in heaven on the earth 

 Not on earth out of the supply of 
heaven 



Encountering God 

Jesus, I thank you that you have 
opened up the veil. You are the door, 
the matrix to the Father into the 
realm of His presence 

I thank you that you have torn the 
veil so today by faith I step through 
the veil of the natural world into the 
realm of your presence. 



Encountering God 
I thank you that while I am standing 
here in Your presence I am a gate of 
eternity  
I open the gate of eternity in me and 
I receive the realm of eternity, I 
receive the fullness of the breath of 
God into my body that my body 
would take on the reflection of who  
I am in the kingdom as your son. 
 



Encountering God 

Father I engage that and draw it into 
my spirit being. 

I ask you to breathe into me while I 
am in your presence, breathe your 
spirit and your being into me 

I draw it into my spirit being so I 
become one with you 



Encountering God 
I step back into the atmosphere of the 

earth to administer the breath of God 

I breathe out the breath of God into the 
atmosphere of the earth around my life 
to establish your kingdom 

I step forward into the realm of your 
presence. I open my life to expose my 
inner being to your presence  



Encountering God 
All that I am Father I make open to your 

presence to gaze upon. Jesus you are my 
high priest, you take my living sacrifice 
and make me clean. 

I receive your purity and holiness 
through the absolute cleansing of your 
presence 

Lord I breathe you in, baptise me afresh 
in your Holy Spirit 



Encountering God 
Bring me to the house of wine to the 

banqueting table of your presence under 
the covering of your government and 
love 

I ask you to fill me with the wine of your 
love and presence. I drink the wine of 
your presence and engage this as 
provision for my life out of the realm of 
heaven 



Encountering God 
I step back into the earth and release  

the wine and atmosphere of your 
presence into this atmosphere around 
my life 

I release it out of my spirit being 
through the matrix gate of eternity into 
the atmosphere of the earth to 
administrate your kingdom through  
me. 
 



Encountering God 
 Isa 6:4 And the foundations of the thresholds 

trembled at the voice of him who called out, 
while the temple was filling with smoke. 5 Then 
I said, Woe is me, for I am ruined! 6 Then one of 
the seraphim flew to me with a burning coal in 
his hand, which he had taken from the altar 
with tongs. 7 He touched my mouth with it and 
said, “Behold, this has touched your lips; and 
your iniquity is taken away and your sin is 
purged.
